8. Do you seek to strengthen your spiritual life through the Word, fellowship, and prayer?

What if I doubt whether I am in Christ?  What if I have not prepared adequately for the Lord’s Supper?

1. You can be a true believer and still struggle in your faith and walk with the Lord!

2. Do you know your spiritual poverty?

3. Do you sincerely desire to be in Christ?

4. Do you sincerely desire to depart from sin?

5. Do you pray for an assurance of faith in Christ?

6. Know that the Lord’s Supper is designed to strengthen weak, struggling believers
