Guide to the Worship Service
Why should we worship together?
There are several reasons for Christians to gather for worship.  Gathering on the Lord’s Day is not simply something we do out of custom or tradition.  There is something fundamentally necessary about gathered, public worship.

Think about it this way: the Church is the visible picture of Christ’s Kingdom.  We see on the Lord’s Day that we have a King who reigns.  This King graciously governs the citizens of His kingdom.  We are His citizens!  He shepherds us by His Word, which is the law of His kingdom.  His desire is that we believe His Word, trust in His Son, and walk according to His commandments.  


Furthermore, the Lord’s Day is the time our King has set aside for us to meet with Him.  Here, on His day, we hear from His Word, respond to His promises, heed His warnings, find strength for another week, and yield to His will.  This is His “court day.”  We hear once again God’s word of pardon to repentant sinners, strive together in prayer for the advancement of His Kingdom, and have an opportunity to pledge our allegiance to Him.


Take time this afternoon to think on these things—gathered public worship on the Lord’s Day helps us have a clearer picture of Christ’s Kingdom!
